Who: 

As a young professional and native of Birmingham who volunteers with various groups around the city, I have seen a huge lack of self-esteem and motivation in teen girls. It often leads to teens dropping out of school, becoming pregnant or spending their lives in a dead-end job. 

There are many seminars aimed at adult women professionals seeking guidance. However, I think the missing link is that no one has done the same for teen women who are at a vulnerable age and could most benefit from positive direction.  

We want to welcome teens age 13-17 to apply to be part of young women conference. They will come from all backgrounds, education level, incomes, and races.

What: 

Working with teen girls has long been my passion. So, it is my dream to host the Young Women’s Empowerment Conference, a yearly luncheon and summit for teen women. This summit would introduce them to essential information on self-empowerment, financial wellness, self-esteem, the power of education and other relevant topics. Chosen through an application process, each year, 100 teens of all backgrounds would come together for a day of education and entertainment and leave feeling empowered to help themselves and their communities.

Professional women in varied professions will offer their advice and speak about their paths to success. Additionally, awards will be given to teens who have exhibited exceptional leadership in the areas of Empowerment, Arts, Sports, Entrepreneurship and Community Service. 

Why:

Along with my passion to work with teen girls, the motivation to show young women that they can dream bigger and achieve more than they might have ever imagined possible has lead to the creation of this conference. This summit will expose these influential teens to other likeminded teens as well as professionals who have achieved success. 

What we are asking from you is a donation of goods. Be a prize for the girls goodie bags or a prize for one lucky girl, we need your help to make this event as wonderful as it can be. Each girl will receive a goodie bag full of everything young girl’s need- nail files, movie tickets, inspirational books, feminine products, bath and body goodies…the more creative the better! We will need 100 samples total for the bags.
